Resolución Ministerial N 477-2009-MTC/03: Rules for the entry into forcé of the virtual mobile area and schedule for implementation. 

Resolución N 045-2009-CD/OSIPTEL: Complementary rules for ensuring the correct implementation and establishment of the virtual mobile area. 

Financial Services

The changes enacted by the Legislative Decree, Nº 1028 entered into force on 1st July, 2009, concerning to the calculation of minimum capital requirements for credit risk (standardized approach, internal  ratings-base approach and securitisation framework), for operational risk, and for market risk.

	Telecommunications

Peru will implement number portability in mobile telecommunication services, whose entry into force will begin on January 1st, 2010. 

Peru will implement virtual mobile area on September 4th, 2010, with the elimination of long distance codes and a local rate for all calls to mobile phones. 



	Investment


	In the current world economic scenario, it is foreseen that the international financial crisis will restrain investment flows globally. Therefore, the Peruvian Government has taken priority measures regarding economic and financial matters, which will permit to minimize the potential risks generated by this situation and that may affect the national productive system.

With regards to investments, Urgency Decree N 047-2008 dated December 18, 2008, set forth extraordinary provisions for driving the execution of investment projects through facilitation of Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) given the international financial crisis. For this purpose, it has been taken into account that the mechanisms aimed at encouraging PPPs, as well as infrastructure public works concessions, have demonstrated being dynamizing mechanisms for the national economy due to their high impact on employment generation and improvement of the country’s competitiveness.   

Furthermore, through the abovementioned urgency decree, twelve investment projects were declared as a national need and given priority execution. Their promotion processes were commissioned to the Private Investment Promotion Agency (PROINVERSIÓN), so that they will be awarded in concession during 2009. For this reason, and to dynamize the implementation of prioritized projects, the regulation establishes extraordinary provisions that include, among others, the possibility of issuing a feasibility statement for projects in a pre-feasibility study level, as well as the reduction of the processes’ deadline for hiring the consultancy studies necessary to execute the projects, also reducing certain legal requirements.   

In the context of Bogor goals, Peru is developing  negotiations of  international investment agreements with APEC member economies such us: Korea, Mexico and Japan, regarding  the removal of investment barriers and the improvement of investment climate. The Private Investment Promotion Agency - ProInversión, in coordination with other public agencies and private entrepreneurial organizations and with the assistance of IFC, is working in order to solve difficulties and to remove administrative barriers, which affect the production process and private investment in specific sectors.

The US-Peru Trade Promotion Agreement (TPA, entered into force on February 1st,  2009, once both parties have incorporated new provisions into their domestic law. Likewise, the Free Trade Agreements with Singapore and Canada entered into force on August 1st, 2009. These agreements will considerably expand mutual trade potential and investment opportunities. The Investment Chapter included in them provides investors with a secure and predictable legal framework.

Since July 1st 2009, the Board of Directors of PROINVERSION which is leaded by the Minister of Economy and Finance, with the participation of the Minister of Production, Minister of Energy and Mines, Minister of Transportation and Communications and the Minister of Housing and Construction., approved to implement in PROINVERSION the National  Contact Point in order to coordinate and develop pertaining activities on investment maters referred of OECD guidelines and OECD policy framework for investments.
Peru has participated in the OECD Investment Committee’s meeting. Held in October 2009.
As first step of  NCP activities , the OECD Guidelines have been uploaded in PROINVERSION’s web site.  www.proinversion.gob.pe. This web site offers information and guidance on Peru’s investment climate and opportunities to investors.

As part of Proinversion’s investment guidance, Peru`s adherence to the OECD Declaration is being informed to foreign investors willing to explore the possibility of doing business in Peru. 
In the context to improve the investment policies oriented to provide a favorable investment climate, Peru will be participating in the development of the OECD  Policy Framework Investment initiatives. 

In the context of  Framework Law for Public- Private Associations On December 9, 2008, Supreme Decree N 146-2008-EF approved the regulations

This Supreme Decree is referred to the regulations of the Framework Law on Public-Private Partnerships, which sets forth the principles, processes and attributions of the Public Sector for evaluating, implementing and operating public infrastructure or supplying utilities with the participation of the private sector, as well as the general framework applicable to private initiatives. 

For this purpose, Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) are defined as modalities for participating in private investment. Experience, know-how, equipment and technology are brought together into them, and risk and preferably private resources are distributed with the goal of creating, developing, improving, operating or maintaining public infrastructure or supplying utilities.

Implementation of APEC Leaders Transparency Standards on CustomsProcedures  

As provided in Article 9 of the customs legislation, as far as possible, SUNAT publishes on its website the draft customs procedures and thus gives interested persons an opportunity to make comments.

Paperless trading 

Since September 21, 2009 it is possible to regularize Export Customs Declaration by digitalization.

The Port Trade Single Window – Legislative Decree N° 1022 published on June 17, 2008 was created as the first step provided to be part of the Foreign Trade Single Window (VUCE). 

The Foreign Trade Single Window – Legislative Decree N° 1036 published on June 25, 2008, establishes the scope of this service.

The Ruling of the Foreign Trade Single Window – Supreme Decree N° 009-2008 was published on December 05, 2008.  

Alignment With WTO Valuation Agreement

· Due to the FTA PERU-USA, in January 13, 2009 the Ministry of Economy and Finance approved the Supreme Decree N° 004-EF referred to the importation and exportation of digital products.

According to this regulation, no customs duties will be applied in the importation or exportation of digital products by electronic transmission. This law entered into force in February 01, 2009.

· With regard to this law, Peruvian Customs also has approved Circular N° 001-2009/SUNAT in order to give some guidelines on Supreme Decree N° 004-EF. Important aspects such as that royalties won’t be included as part of the  the price actually paid or payable because were considered.

The workshop on the Implementation of Valuation Advance Rulings in APEC Member Economies was held in Lima, in September 29-30, 2009 with the participation of 14 APEC Economies. The aim of identifying and sharing the best practices of the experienced Economies was reached successfully.  
Adoption of Kyoto Convention 

The new Customs General Law – Legislative Decree N° 1053 was published on June 27, 2008.

The Ruling of the Customs General Law – Supreme Decree N° 010-2009-EF, was published on January 18, 2009. There are some chapters of the Decree that will enter into force in January, 2010.

Peruvian Customs Law provides the application of an advance clearance system which allows conducting goods clearance before, during or after its arrival.

Implementation of  TRIPs Agreement

At the request of a party, SUNAT may apply border measures, suspending the release of goods for import, export or transit regimes, where there is presumption of counterfeit or pirated goods.

Adoption of Systematic Risk Management 

Techniques

· Modelling of “Risk Module” of NPDA Project (New Customs Clearance Process), with tree main components: SAM (Model Manager System), SAC (Catalogue Administrator System) and FMV (Multi Variable Filters).

· Alert to coercive executor about new importations made by debtors.

·  Application of Risk Techniques in electronic regularization of exportations, to select the declaration with physical documents presentation. Until September 2009, 100% of export declarations were subject of verification of documents in the regularization.

Implementation of  TRIPs Agreement

SUNAT may apply border measures ex officio to the suspension of release of goods for import regimes, export and transit, where there is reasonable suspicion that they are counterfeit or pirated goods.

Adoption of Systematic Risk Management 

Techniques

· Risk Module” of NPDA Project (New Customs Clearance Model) will be applied since January 1°, 2010. This module supports all process (cargo manifest, entry and exit of goods, express courier, non-intrusive control - scanners) and it is built in Java environment with data mining models.

· Institutional implementation of the methodology of risk management. The first step is the application in the “Enforcement Plan” (PAF) and “Institutional Operating Plan” (POI) 2010.

· Application of risk analysis techniques in other customs regimes: inward processing

· Application of risk management to select restricted goods due to undergo physical examination through the Foreign Trade Single Window (VUCE).

	Competition Policy


	The Peruvian legal framework on competition policy  is comprised by Legislative Decree 1034 -Repression of Anticompetitive Conducts Law -, Legislative Decree 807 - INDECOPI's competence and proceedings Law —, Law 26876 - Antimonopoly and Antioligopoly Law for the Electricity Sector -Law 27444- General Administrative Procedure Law and Decision 608 of the Andean Community. 
One of the main objectives for the year 2009 has been to seek for cooperation arrangements with other APEC members or other economies with the aim to promote cooperation with other competition agencies, including through the negotiation of competition chapters in FTAs. This activity will enforce the capacities of the officials and will help the competition authority in investigations of competition-related proceedings. 

Through Resolution N° 075-2002-CD/OSIPTEL, OSIPTEL issued guidelines related to the application of competition policy in the telecommunications sector.

In March 2005, Decision 608 of the Andean Community was issued. This law seeks the protection and promotion of free competition in the Andean Community. This decision substitutes Decision 285, which was issued in March 1991.

Decision 608 punishes anticompetitive practices such as:

· To fix prices -direct or indirectly- or other terms of trade. 

· To restraint the offer of sale and the demand for purchase of goods or services.

· The division of the market of goods or services. 

· To impede or to limit the access or permanency of current or potential competitors in the market.

· Establishment of, agreement on, or coordination of bids, lack of bids or results in public auctions, competitions, and sales.

· To fix predatory prices.

· To fix, to impose or to establish the exclusive distribution of goods or services. 

· Making contracts contingent upon acceptance of supplementary obligations which by their nature and in comparison with business custom are not related to the purpose of those contracts.

· Application of discriminatory terms, which place some competitors at a disadvantage with regard to others.

· Unjustified refusal to satisfy demands for purchase or acquisition, or offers of sale or provision of goods or services.

· To incite third persons not to accept the delivery of goods or to render services, or to impede the acquisition of goods, or not to sale raw material or inputs.

	Peru joined to the Information Technology Agreement of the WTO (ITA) from the January 1st, 2009. 

Under the WTO Transparency Mechanism for Regional Trade Agreements, Peru notified the TPA Peru-United States, the FTA Peru-Canada and the FTA Peru-Singapore.  

Peru participated actively in 

2009 in the activities under the Aid for Trade Initiative: 

- Peru and the IADB organized the National Dialogue on Aid for Trade for Peru (Lima, Peru, 3 March 2009). 

- Peru participated as speaker in the Second Regional Aid for Trade (AfT) Review for Latin America and the Caribbean (Montego Bay, Jamaica, 7 and 8 May 2009) and as member of a panel in the Second Global Review of Aid for Trade (Geneva, Switzerland, 6 and 7 July 2009).

Peru is actively participating in the WTO’s Trade-related technical assistance (TRTA) activities and capacity-building programmes (i.e. TPCs, RTPCs, seminars, workshops, online courses).

Preferential Rules of Origin

Peru is part of several preferential trade agreements in the framework of the Latin American Integration Association, also participates as a Member of the Andean Community and participates in the Global System of Trade Preferences among Developing Countries Agreement (GSTP). Also in the bilateral framework, Peru-US Trade Promotion Agreement, Peru-Canada Free Trade Agreement and Peru-Singapore Free Trade Agreements enter into force during the three first nine months of 2009.  
Chapters on rules of origin of the Peruvian preferential trade agreements incorporate the prescribed elements for rules of origin of the WTO Rules of Origin Agreement.

	Peru will continue to meet its WTO obligations on Rules of Origin by incorporating WTO prescribed elements into the rules of origin chapter of its preferential trade agreements, providing clear and transparent product-specific rules of origin.



	Dispute Mediation


	During this year Peruvian Congress is discussing the Project of Law Nº 3467/2009-PE, “Project of  the New Labour Procedural Law” (PLPT), which includes important changes regarding arbitration as extrajudicial way of solution of labour controversies, and contains dispositions referred to the conciliation.

	In 2009 the Ministry of Justice approved DS N° 001-2009-JUS, regulation that established dispositions related to the publicity, publication of laws and regulations projects, and the publicity of laws and regulations of general application.

In addition, the Prime Minister’s Office approved RM Nº 126-2009-PCM, establishing the “Guidelines for the Access to Web Pages and Applications for Mobil Telephony for public institutions of the Informatics’ National System” (“Lineamientos para Accesibilidad a páginas web y Aplicaciones para telefonía móvil para instituciones públicas del Sistema Nacional de Informática”), with the objective of continue the developing and implementation of the E-Governments’ infrastructure in the Peruvian Digital Agenda framework. These guidelines look for an easy way to give the public the information of governmental institutions.

Likewise, during October 2009 was enacted the Decree of Urgency N 099-2009, which established Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays as working days for administrative procedures, in order to impulse the resolution of the different administrative procedures. This Decree of Urgency applies for all the entities of the Executive Power included in the article I of the Preliminary Title of Law Nº 27444 (Administrative General Procedure Law) as well as the Regional and Local Governments. The Decree establishes as an exception for counting days: January 1st, May 1st, July 28 and 29 and December 25.

The Superintendence of Banking and Assurances (SBS) enacted Resolution SBS N 5078-2009, modifying the Regulation of transparency of information and dispositions applicable to the contracting with users of the financial system, approved by the Resolution SBS N 1765-2005.

The Resolution incorporates the following changes:

· It specifies the information that has to contain the leaflets that are emitted for the diffusion of loans and services operations.

· It is added to the Information Brochure the following information:

i) Rate of effective annual performance corresponding to the rates of interest, commissions, expenses, products and services.

ii) The minimum balance of balance to obtain performance.

iii) Any other information that is relevant for the parts as it is consider for the company of the financial system or the Superintendence.

· Incorporation of article 17- A (Rate of effective annual performance), which indicates that the companies of the financial system must have for public disposition, information about rates of effective annual performance of the deposits and impositions across the programs for the liquidation of interests and of payments.

· Incorporation of Annexe N 1-A (Calculation of the Effective Annual Performance), which will be published in the Institutional Webpage (www.sbs.gob.pe), in accordance with Supreme Decree N° 001-2009-JUS.

	Agreement #1


	FTA between Peru and Korea

Issues being covered in the negotiations
The first round of negotiations took place on March 2009. Among the issues that are being negotiated are: market access, services, investment, rules of origin, customs administration and trade facilitation, trade remedies, SPS measures, TBT, competition policy, dispute settlement, government procurement, labor, environment, intellectual property, cooperation, among others.

Status of negotiations

Four negotiation rounds have taken place as of October 2009. Substantial progress has been achieved in several issues, including government procurement, competition policy, intellectual property, institutional matters, dispute settlement, TBT, telecommunications, labor, environment, customs administration, services, investment and trade remedies, among others for which discussions have concluded or are near conclusion.

The main pending issues are related to market access and rules of origin, where both sides have encountered difficulties arising from sensitivities on each side. Negotiations are expected to be very close to conclusion.



	
	Agreement #2


	EPA between Peru and Japan

The first round of negotiations took place on May 2009. Among the issues that are being negotiated are: market access, services, rules of origin, customs procedures, trade remedies, competition policy, dispute settlement, government procurement, and cooperation, among others.

Status of negotiations

Four negotiation rounds have taken place so far, and the main issues where progress has been achieved are services, rules of origin, government procurement, competition policy and cooperation, among others. Progress in market access has been slow due to the large number of sensitivities on the Japanese side, many of which coincide with Peruvian export interests.

	FTA between Peru and China
Issues being covered in the negotiations
The first round of negotiation was in January, 2008. Among the issues that have been negotiated are: market access, agriculture, services, investment, rules of origin, customs procedures, trade remedies, SPS measures, TBT, competition policy, dispute settlement, government procurement, intellectual property, institutional cooperation, among others.

Status of negotiations
After six rounds of negotiations, China and Peru reached an agreement in all chapters. 

The FTA was signed in April 2009 and is under preparations for its entry into force.



	
	Agreement #4


	FTA between Peru and EFTA (Switzerland, Liechtenstein, Norway and Iceland)
The first round of this negotiation process took place on June, 2007, in Colombia, as this country held parallel negotiations with EFTA, along with Peru. Among the negotiated issues are: market access, agriculture, investment, rules of origin, customs procedures, trade remedies, SPS measures, TBT, competition policy, dispute settlement, government procurement, intellectual property, among others.

Status of Negotiations

Currently under the process of legal scrubbing prior to its signing.

	FTA between the Andean Countries (Colombia and Peru)  and the European Union
Issues being covered in the negotiations
The first round of negotiation was held in September, 2007. Among the negotiated issues are: market access, agriculture, services, investment and movement of capital, rules of origin, customs procedures, trade remedies, SPS measures, TBT, competition policy, dispute settlement, government procurement, intellectual property, institutional cooperation, among others.

Status of negotiations
Negotiations have advanced significantly in most of the chapters.

	Free Trade Area of the Americas (FTAA)
Issues being covered in the negotiations
FTAA negotiations cover the following areas: market access; investment; services; government procurement; dispute settlement; agriculture; intellectual property rights; subsidies, antidumping and countervailing duties; and competition policy. Status of Negotiations 

On November 2003, Trade Ministers of the FTAA instructed the Trade Negotiations Committee (TNC) to develop a common and balanced set of rights and obligations applicable to all countries. The negotiations on the common set of rights and obligations will include provisions in the nine areas mentioned above. On a plurilateral basis, interested parties may choose to develop additional liberalization and disciplines. The results of the negotiations must be WTO compliant. It is important to mention that Members are still working in all those tasks.

	- Future plans


	In 2010, Peru plans to conclude the negotiations with Korea and Japan, as well as to start negotiations with the Trans Pacific Partnership Agreement and Central America. Peru is also open to initiate further FTA negotiations with other countries from Asia and Oceania, depending on its limited human and financial resources, as well as its negotiations’ schedule.

As a transitional measure, economies will also submit a report in 2005 on Area-specific Transparency Implementation using an agreed format.
