a) Agenda

b) Evaluation

All participants are required to complete the evaluation form (to be distributed) at the end of the training seminar. 

c)  Language

The seminar will be held in English.

d)  Disclosure policy
All presentation materials are assumed to be public and may be used for other GOS activities without any modification.

7. REGISTRATION PROCEDURE 

(a) The governments of the APEC member economies will submit names of their participants to the seminar using the NOMINATION FORM (Attachment II) to the organizer not later than October 6, 2008 via email.

(b) The organizer shall acknowledge the list of nominees. Full listing of participants and speakers shall be submitted by the organizer to the APEC Secretariat by October 7, 2008. 

(c) Participants from the travel-eligible economies may start coordinating with the APEC Secretariat for their travel arrangements after October 7, 2008. 
(d) Please be well-informed that the deadline for undertaking documents needs to be signed by each APEC-funded traveller at least 8 working days before travel commences or October 16, 2008.

(e) All participants shall submit duly accomplished REGISTRATION FORM (Attachment III) to the organizer not later than October 6, 2008 via email or fax.

8. SERVICES PROVIDED 

The organizers will arrange for the efficient conduct of the training seminar.  The organizers will also assist in the accommodation, reservation and arrangements for the designated hotel, Sari Pan Pacific Hotel, Jakarta (please refer to CONFIRMATION FORM Attachment IV).

9. TRAVELLING EXPENSES 

a)   Speakers funded by the APEC Secretariat

Speakers will be provided with per diem and round trip airfare for the most economical direct route. Speakers may be eligible for restricted business class airfare for travel on APEC business if the airport-to-airport travel time exceeds 12 hours.

b) Active participants from travel-eligible APEC member economies

Two (2) participants from each travel-eligible APEC member economy will be provided with per diem and round trip airfare for the most economical and the most direct route. 

(The travel-eligible APEC member economies for this seminar are Chile, China, Malaysia, Mexico, Papua New Guinea, Peru, Philippines, the Russian Federation, Thailand, and Viet Nam)

c)   Airfare and Per Diem

Per diem is the daily subsistence allowance paid to APEC-funded travelers to cover accommodation, meals and all other incidental expenses. The per diem for this seminar is USD 200 per person per day for at most 3 days (arrival day + agreed duration for attending the workshop based on the signed undertaking document). 

Airfare and per diem are normally provided on a reimbursement basis. APEC-funded travellers shall take note of the following:

· Once the APEC Secretariat has received the final list of participants and speakers from the organizer, all APEC-funded participants and speakers need to contact the APEC Secretariat individually to seek approval of the airfare obtained from his/her travel agent.  

· An undertaking document needs to be signed by each APEC-funded traveller at least 8 working days before travel commences.  The relevant information on accommodation and per diem expenses will be included in the undertaking document. The APEC Secretariat shall not reimburse travel costs which are not supported by a signed undertaking document. 

· To complete the undertaking, the APEC–funded traveler shall submit complete travel itinerary and at least two quotations (from at least one travel agent) of the most direct and economical return trips (including airport and other taxes, if any) to attend the seminar/perform the task, to the APEC Secretariat for approval before finalising their travel arrangements. Once approved, the traveler shall immediately purchase the ticket at the approved rate.

If the approved participant should require an advance payment, they shall make a request for the same to the APEC Secretariat on an individual basis.

Reimbursements

Reimbursement will be processed after receipt of the following documents (in originals):

1) Per diem form duly certified by the Project Overseer;

2) Certification by the Project Overseer of satisfactory completion of the work;

3) Airfare invoice issued by the travel agent (if tickets were bought on-line then please so indicate, and provide a copy of airline/agent confirmation advice certified by the traveler);

4) Air-ticket receipt (if e-tickets were used then please so indicate); and

5) Hotel bill showing lodging expenses.

10. OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION

(a) After confirmation of acceptance, participants and speakers/discussants financed by the APEC TILF Fund are required to arrive in and depart from Jakarta on the designated dates. 

(b) Participants and speakers financed by the APEC TILF Fund should assume responsibility for any expense of private nature incurred during travel to and stay in Jakarta.
(c) Participants and speakers shall make arrangement for their own accommodation directly with the hotel coordinator (please refer to CONFIRMATION FORM Attachment IV).

(d) Upon arrival at the Jakarta Cengkareng International Airport, participants may take the airport-accredited taxi (Silver Bird or Blue Bird) at the arrival area directly to their hotel or may arrange in advance for a shuttle service of the Sari Pan Pacific Hotel, Jakarta.  The trip takes 40 minutes from the airport to the hotel and vice-versa. 
(e) Participants and speakers/discussants are required to strictly observe the entire seminar schedule.
(f) Paper presenters shall submit the Powerpoint presentation not later than October 21, 2008 and full paper and abstract not later than October 23, 2008 to the organizers through email address : arnella.ch@gmail.com / mazecho@gmail.com .
