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1 PURPOSE

1.1
This circular provides administrative, logistical and general information for The APEC Seminar on Securing Remittance and Cross Border Payment from Terrorist Use which will be held on 22-23 October 2008 in Jakarta, Indonesia.  
2  
BACKGROUND
2.1
Since 2001, APEC Leaders and Ministers have consistently called for stronger collective measures among APEC economies to counter terrorism financing as an integral part of APEC’s broader human security agenda. In 2002, Leaders endorsed an Action Plan on countering terrorism financing which calls for further collaboration in the provision of technical assistance to economies that require assistance in developing and implementing necessary policies, laws, regulations and institutions in this area. Building on this undertaking, Ministers agreed at the 2005 APEC Ministerial Meeting that APEC needed to continue to build capacities and that appropriate capacity building activities and best practices should be identified and made available to developing economies for the implementation of security measures by developing economies.
2.2
APEC has 3 pillars of cooperation which are: Trade & Business Investment Liberation, Business Fasilitation, and Economic & Technical Cooperation. The last pillar is intended to assist economies by establishing capacity building for institution thru its personnel in APEC region. One of the sustaining instruments for the economic growth is the presence of money or value transfer system. Within the period of last couple of years, the utilization of money or value transfer method using this way has increased significantly where the World Bank estimated that the increasing volume was from US$ 132 Billion in 2002 into US$ 268 Billion in 2006. Thus, there is no doubt that money transfer business such as formal money remittance, alternative remittance system/ARS, and wire transfer have important roles in enhancing economic sector of many economies and the livelihood of millions of people around the globe.
2.3 However, during its development the ARS service can be abused of misused by some people for money laundering activity or financing terrorism, considering ARS is undetected by financial system. Terrorist organizations can use those money transfer facilities in conducting their illegal activity. 
2.4 Since 1999, there has been international convention for arranging financing terrorism, which was the International Convention for the Suppression of Terrorist Financing that might had been ratified by some economies. The matter of financing terrorism is getting important following the attack to the World Trade Center in New York on September 11, 2001 ago. As the continuation of that event, in October 2001, Financial Action Task Force on Money Laundering in Washington DC decided to make special recommendations so that all economies would declare that financing terrorism should be regarded as a crime. Related to this, a new regime has come up to the international issue, which is called anti-money laundering in line with counter of financing terrorism. It is clear that funds come and source for terrorist activities can be classified as suspicious transaction which must be reported by financial service providers to a unit called financial intelligence in each economy. All of these are on the framework of detecting, preventing, and eradicating the crime of terrorism.
2.5 Financial Action Task Force (FATF) as an inter-governmental organization with the purpose of expanding and enhancing national and international policies in preventing money laundering crime and financing terrorism activity, has set 2 (two) Special Recommendations (SR) which were Special Recommendation VI regarding Alternative Remittance System (ARS) and Special Recommendation VII regarding Wire Transfer (WT).  In SR VI it was confirmed that every persons or legal entities, that provide a service for the transmission of money or value, including transmission through an informal money or value system or network, should be licensed and registered and subject to all FATF Recommendations that apply to banks and non-bank financial institutions. Meanwhile for SR VII, it is implied that every money or value transfer activity must be completed with information regarding the identity of sender and receiver of fund (name, address, and account number), including the implementation of Know Your Customer (KYC). Furthermore, some issues also need to be discussed, for instance issues related to the challenges that will be faced related to the ARS implementation, the roles which need to be taken by law enforcement agencies in implementing ARS, and the mechanism and regulation related to money transfer in domestic and cross-border scopes.

2.6 Indonesia as a member of Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation has been entrusted to be the host of Seminar on Securing Remittance Systems and Cross Border Payment from Terrorist Use in Jakarta. The nomination of Indonesia as host was decided on the Forum of Counter Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) Meeting of APEC in Adelaide, Australia on 21 – 21 April 2007 and the decision was on the Forum of SOM I APEC in Lima, Peru on 2 – 3 March 2008. As a host, Indonesia appointed INTRAC/PPATK as the focal point for accomplishing the event. This is in line with the implementation and manifestation of National Strategy for the Prevention and Eradication of Money Laundering Crime of 2007 – 2011, where on Strategy 8 it is mentioned that “Strengthening the arrangement of Alternative Remittance System and Wire Transfer”.

2.7 It is hoped with this seminar the level of understanding of Indonesia and other APEC economies shall improve related to the issue of terrorist financing that is using ARS and WT. With this understanding we hope the analysis results from INTRAC/PPATK will become more accurate and incisive when facing transactions which are indicated to be related to terrorist financing.

2.8 For Wire Transfer in particular, this money transfer services has become major method in money laundering. Therefore, Indonesia has strong interest to comprehend the mechanism of money transfer electronically in order to sustain the main duties and functions of INTRAC/PPATK as Financial Intelligence Unit that runs in the prevention and eradication of money laundering crime in Indonesia to cooperate with other economy’s FIU.
3  
OBJECTIVE

3.1
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The goals from the “APEC Seminar on Securing Remittance and Cross Border Payment from Terrorist Use” are the following:

· To increase the awareness from APEC Economies upon the significance of implementing SR VI regarding Alternative Money Remittance and SR VII regarding Wire transfer;

· To develop an effective guideline of ARS implementation for APEC Economies;

· To promote regional cooperation in enhancing protection of alternative money remittance channels;

· To provide forum for regulatory bodies and law enforcement agencies for sharing their experiences in implementing SR VI and SR VII;

· To raise the understanding of the ins and outs of ARS and WT against the potential to be misused for terrorist financing, for PPATK and domestic agencies in particular, and for the entire of APEC Economies in general.

Airport Departure Tax. A passenger departure tax of Rp100,000 (approx. US$11) if not included in the price of your air ticket, will need to be paid upon departure at the Soekarno-Hatta International Airport. Currency

The Indonesian Rupiah (Rp) is the basic unit of currency, available in denominations of Rp1,000; Rp5,000; Rp10,000; Rp20,000; Rp50,000; and Rp100,000 notes and Rp50, Rp100, Rp500, and Rp1,000 coins. There is no limit to the amount of money to be brought in. Visitors are allowed to take out currency up to the amount imported. Delegates are requested to declare to the Customs officials at the Soekarno-Hatta International Airport if they are bringing large amounts of foreign currency in cash (Rp100 million/eq US$11,000 or more).

Currency Rate 

The exchange rate is subject to market fluctuations; however, an estimate of the current exchange rate is approximately Rp. 9000-9300 to US$1.  

Participants are requested to check with the hotel or banks for firm exchange rates for any currency. The hotel offers 24-hour Currency Exchange services for all major currencies.
