
	Paperless Trading Individual Action Plan



	Objective

Taking into account diverse legal and regulatory frameworks in the region, APEC member economies should endeavour to reduce or eliminate the requirement for paper documents needed for customs and other cross-border trade administration and other documents and messages relevant to international sea, air and land transport, where possible, by 2005 for developed and 2010 for developing economies, or as soon as possible thereafter.



	Guidelines

Recognising the enormous potential of paperless trading to expand business opportunities, reduce costs, increase efficiency, improve the quality of life and facilitate the greater participation of small business in global commerce, each APEC economy will:

(a) Establish a timetable for reducing or eliminating paper documents related to international trade.

(b) Provide a favourable environment, including through establishing a sound legal and regulatory framework, for the delivery of paperless trading systems

(c) Ensure that measures to replace paper documents for cross-border trade administration with electronic equivalents are media and technology neutral, secure and interoperable with and between all parties involved in the international supply chain of goods and services, 

(d) Note the important role the business sector plays in providing and using electronic commerce technology, applications, practices and services, and

(e) Co-operate with and enhance the capability of other APEC economies to implement paperless trading systems.

Collective Actions
APEC Economies may take Collective Actions relating to paperless trading in areas to be agreed. 



	Chile’s Approach to APEC's Paperless Trading Goals by 2002


By the end of the current year the Chilean Government will have significant developments towards the promotion and facilitation of electronic commerce, which is directly related to the presidential inductive regarding the promotion of e-government which began in May 2001.

           The later is related to mainly three areas:   the modernization of the telecommunications regulatory network, in order to reduce web access costs; the adaptation of Chilean laws and regulations in order to confer consumer’s security and reliance on electronic transactions and finally the improvement of government  modernization, on this last point more information can be accessed by entering the following website (www.modernizacion.cl)

            Some mayor goals accomplished already by Chile in it’s approach to Paperless Trading are the following:

            Regarding the modernization of telecommunications, the Chilean Government achieved a mayor goal in 1999 when the tariff decree establishing new fees for telephone services was established. In regards to the internet and to encourage its use, the “local leg” mode was created, under which calls from the local net to the internet will have a 62% discount.

           The modernization program of the Government Procurement system started in 1999, through this system it is possible to make public the information regarding the government procurement process. Furthermore, any person can freely be part of a database as a potential Government provider. The “State On- Line Procurement System” will promote a more competitive, as well as, transparent system that will create substantial government savings. (www.compraschile.cl)

           National Customs Modernization: This service was the first public agency that incorporated information technological applications through an EDI system, which receives and delivers electronic foreign trade documentation, presented by importers, exporters and customs agencies. Another important progess to be noted in Paperless Trading made by Chilean Customs is decree number 1.015 which was established already in 1995 which formalizes the rules under which the National Director of customs can order customs agents to formalize their their declarations by means of electronic data transmission system.

           Other important contributions to Paperless Trading have been achieved in the following areas:

           Tax System: The tax system systems improved substantially, when the Organic Law of the National Internal Revenue Service was reformed.

           Protection of Personal Data: By the end of 1999 the law of protection of personal data was published. This law establishes the need of having people’s permission to use their data.

          Digital Signature:  A decree was issued in 1999 to regulate the use of digital signature in the public administration. There is a law initiative to extend the regulation of digital signature to all electronic signatures.

         Many improvements have been accomplished in vast areas regarding Chilean Paperless Trading Policy in the past years, and many are to be accomplished in topics  mentioned above among others. These will be approached in the following template.

The National Customs Agency was the first public agency to incorporate IT through an EDI system, which receives, delivers electronic documentation presented by importers, exporters and customs agencies.

In 1999 the unique entering document came in to full operation through an EDI system. This document applies to all operations related to the entering of goods either national or foreign. (1999)

Decree number 1015 established the rules under which the National Director of Customs can order customs agents to formalize their by means of an electronic data system. (February 1995)

Resolution number 1681 from the National Customs Directorate, establishing an operating procedures manual for electronic document transmission. (1999)
