Progress Report of EGEDA

The Energy Data and Modeling Center (EDMC) of the Institute of Energy Economics, Japan (IEEJ), as the coordinating agency of the Expert Group on Energy Data and Analysis (EGEDA) continued to implement its task of collecting energy data from the 21 APEC member economies along with socio-economic data and energy related data from various reliable sources. The coordinating agency also holds workshops on energy statistics and provides capacity building to interested economies. 

Data Collection

The following are energy data collected by the coordinating agency:

· Annual supply and demand of commercial and non-commercial energy

· Electricity generating capacity 

· Energy prices

· Quarterly energy supply 

· Monthly oil (JODI) and natural gas 

· Annual CO2 emissions from energy combustion

· Socio-economic data from World Development Indicators and national sources

· Energy related statistics

a. For the annual data on energy supply and demand, electricity generating capacity and energy prices, the data of 18 of the 21 economies have been collected and processed as of the end of August 2010. These are already posted in the APEC Energy Database and could be accessed at: www.ieej.or.jp/egeda/. 

b. For the quarterly energy supply data, which are to be collected 4 months after the end of the quarter, 11 economies have submitted the 1st quarterly data for the year 2010. Data are uploaded to the APEC Energy Database immediately upon receipt by the coordinating agency.

c. For the monthly oil data (JODI), all the 21 member economies participate in this data collection. However, 2 economies, Papua New Guinea and Peru have failed to submit up-to-date data. Their latest submissions were March 2010 and April 2010, respectively. As of the end of August 2010, 11 economies have submitted the July 2010 data with 8 more economies expected to submit by September 10, 2010. 

d. For the monthly natural gas data, the member economies are requested to submit on a monthly basis with one month old and two months old data. Only 17 of the 21 APEC economies are able to submit the monthly natural gas data. Likewise, most of these economies can only submit two months old data. As of end of August 2010, 14 economies have submitted the May 2010 data. Most of the economies are only able to submit production data.

The first natural gas conference will be held in 27 October 2010 in Moscow. The Conference aims to assess availability of gas data, on monthly basis in particular, review experiences of gas data collection at local, regional and international levels, and discuss necessary conditions of establishing a monthly gas data mechanism exercise at the global level. The Conference will gather participants from gas industry, administrations, relevant consultancy firms as well as gas experts.  

e. For the annual CO2 emissions data, only 2 economies have submitted the 2008 data. CO2 emissions data are uploaded in the APEC Energy Database. Access to the data is only allowed to APEC member economies.
f. The socio-economic data are collected by the coordinating agency from the World Development Indicators published by the World Bank and from national sources. The data for the year 2008 have been collected and posted in the APEC Energy Database.

g. The energy related data which consist of data on industrial output, transportation demand and vehicle stock, number of households, disposable income, temperature, number of electric household appliances and energy prices data are not yet updated to 2008. The latest data are just until 2007. The 2008 would be uploaded in November.

Energy Statistics Workshop

The APEC Energy Statistics Workshop is held annually since 2002. The last workshop was held on 30 November to 4 December 2009 in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia and was held jointly with the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN). The purpose of the workshop is to improve the quality of APEC and ASEAN energy statistics by discussing the inconsistencies in the existing energy data with the member economies and providing pointers on data processing and quality evaluation. A lecture on economic data was also provided to give the participants an understanding of the system of national accounts and the concepts of nominal and real GDP as well as the values at purchasing power parities (PPP).

The next workshop will be held in Bangkok, Thailand on 8-12 November 2010. The agenda of the workshop will be slightly different from the last one. This year’s workshop will have an advanced course on which the economies with reliable energy statistics will participate in information sharing on energy efficiency indicators, design and implementation of energy consumption surveys and evaluation and dissemination of survey results. The other economies of the other hand will be given a lecture on APEC energy supply and demand data definitions, assessment of annual data quality, demonstration of data entry into the energy questionnaire and hands-on exercise on filling-out the energy questionnaires.

Capacity Building on Energy Statistics

The capacity building on energy statistics started in 2009 with the first program held for the Indonesian energy statisticians. The training was conducted by the coordinating agency with the cooperation of volunteer energy statisticians for Australia (ABARE) and Thailand (DEDE). The contents of the program are as follows:

· Energy data collection in Indonesia (electricity, oil and gas, coal, renewable energy data)

· Energy data verification techniques

· Problems in energy data of Indonesia

· Challenges in the collection of energy consumption data

· Experiences of other economies in energy data collection

· Development of relational database management system

The next capacity building will be held for the Viet Nam energy statisticians on 13 to 17 September 2010. Volunteers from New Zealand and Indonesia will join the coordinating agency for the conduct of this training. The contents of the program are as follows:

· Energy data collection in Vietnam (Presentation by Vietnam)

· Problems in energy data of Vietnam

· Experiences of other economies in energy data collection (Indonesia, Japan and New Zealand)

· Understanding of energy balance tables

· Understanding of energy efficiency indicators

· Development of relational database management system

Another capacity building will be held for the Philippines on 7-10 February 2011. The contents of the training are basically the same except for the additional discussion of energy efficiency indicators, the energy indicator template and collection of detailed sectoral energy consumption data.
