	Objective of Project:

 The objectives of this project are to:

· survey strategies used by APEC economies to monitor market compliance with energy-efficiency standards and labeling programs for lighting equipment and other products;

· identify challenges posed by expanding demands for products;

· convene a regional workshop to share experience on compliance issues, market survey techniques, sampling efforts, and compliance indicators used by regulation and enforcement agencies.
Background:
The USAID-supported ECO-Asia Clean Development and Climate Program (ECO-Asia) is working in the Asia-region to promote the scale-up of clean energy policies, programs, and technologies.  ECO-Asia has been working with the Australian government, under the banner of the Asia-Pacific Partnership on Clean Development and Climate (APP) to promote the harmonization of quality standards for energy-saving compact fluorescent lamps (CFLs).  The work has been focusing on a number of APEC economies, including China, Indonesia, the Philippines, Thailand, and Vietnam.  An important part of this work is to promote increased awareness among APEC policymakers of the importance of effective compliance regimes in order to ensure that products in the market are properly tested and labelled and do in fact meet the legally mandated efficiency and quality standards.  This applies not only to lamps, but more broadly to any consumer appliances and equipment that is regulated with some form of testing, labelling, and minimum energy performance standards.  During 2010 and 2011, ECO-Asia will expand to promote sharing of best practices in the Asia region on compliance for lighting equipment. This proposed APEC project will leverage the above-mentioned ongoing work by carrying out a survey of schemes in APEC economies to monitor market compliance with standards and labelling programs (for not only lighting, but also appliances and other end-use equipment), and by sharing the results with APEC economies via the Expert Group on Energy Efficiency & Conservation (EGEE&C).
Methodology:

The project team will gather information on existing strategies used by APEC economies to monitor market compliance with standards and labeling programs for lighting equipment through publicly available data and targeted survey methods. It will also assess the technical, economic and social acceptability of existing programs and distill lessons learned and identify critical factors from their implementation.
Delegates from economies with considerable experience (with either “successful” and/or “not-so successful” models) on compliance strategies will be invited to a regional workshop to present, share and recommend effective implementation schemes by which delegates from economies planning to implement similar designs can have models to emulate from. Based on a collection of information from the member economies, pros and cons of the different approaches will be presented. 

A workshop report will be prepared to capture the proceedings and will be shared broadly to stakeholders. The report can be a major reference for the member economies when evaluating possibilities and addressing barriers to obtaining better compliance with energy-efficiency regulations.

How does the project proposal align with EWG and APEC-wide priorities:

Compliance or non-compliance of products and equipment to existing energy regulations determines the success or failure of a certain policy.  Knowing the extent of occurrence of non-compliance in regulated lighting appliance types and the market participants who are most non-compliant and where non-compliant products are available helps in aligning resources to target in enforcement efforts and enhances effectiveness of the policy implementation.

The project is thus conceptualized to support the EMM8 Instructions for “EWG to strengthen efforts to share information on energy efficiency policies and measures, identify effective energy efficiency approaches” that can be adopted in member economies. The project is in line with the APEC Leaders support for “confronting the challenge of climate change through reduced greenhouse gas reductions by promoting development and deployment of clean technologies” and effective implementation of energy-efficiency regulations and market compliance mechanisms.
