- On 22 August 2019, the Prime Minister signed Decision No.1068/QD-TTg approving the Intellectual Property Strategy until 2030. This is the first time Viet Nam has issued a national strategy on intellectual property, marking a new development step in the field of intellectual property, affirming that intellectual property is an important tool contributing to promoting innovation activities as well as economic, cultural and social development of the country.

- On 30 September 2019, the Government of Viet Nam deposited its instrument of accession to the Geneva Act (1999) of the Hague Agreement on International Registration of Industrial Designs with WIPO’s Director General. This makes Viet Nam the 61st member of the 1999 Act and 71st member of the Hague Union. The 1999 Act will enter into force in Viet Nam on 30 December 2019;

- Procedures for handling applications for industrial property rights continue to be improved towards simplifying procedures, modernizing professional operations and shortening time, towards meeting deadlines provided for by laws. In 2019, the Intellectual Property Office (IP Viet Nam) has started the Project on “Implementation the system on industrial property applications administration at the IP Viet Nam (WIPO IPAS). Accordingly, from June 2019, the IP Viet Nam has operated WIPO IPAS module for industrial design applications and then has started developing module for invention and utility solution applications (expected to be operated from March 2020). The implementation of WIPO IPAS will contribute to speeding up the processing of handling applications for industrial property rights filed with the IP Viet Nam, connecting the system on industrial property applications administration of the IP viet Nam to the system of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), as well as facilitate data sharing with other Intellectual Property Offices and provision of industrial property information to the public.

- Regarding enforcement of intellectual property rights, while ensuring full implementation of international commitments in the framework of the WTO, Viet Nam continues efforts to strengthen activities of intellectual property enforcement in order to contribute to developing a healthier business environment and favorably facilitate right holders in using, exploiting and protecting their rights. In addition, intellectual property enforcement agencies (i.e economic police, market surveillance, customs, specialized inspection)  have actively collaborated in prevention and combating infringements of intellectual property rights, sharing information, conducting series of inspections of domestic, imported and exported goods, and handling many infringers of intellectual property rights.

- Outreaches, education and training on intellectual property rights have been properly focused with an increasingly intensive level and expanded audience in various forms of organization. In 2018 and 2019, the IP Viet Nam has chaired and cooperated with related agencies in organization of many intellectual property conferences, seminars and propaganda events for different types of attendees, including some outstanding events, namely series of events to celebrate the World Intellectual Property Day (26 April) and the 2018 Patent Contest.
	- Improving legial regulations on intellectual property, including amendment and supplementation of the Intellectual Property Law and legal documents guiding the implementation of this Law. Tentatively, this Law shall be promulgated in 2022. 
- Implementing Intellectual Property Strategy until 2030;

- Carring out researches for the accession of Viet Nam to the Budapest Treaty on the International Recognition of the Deposit of Microorganisms for the Purposes of Patent Procedure of 1977;

- Continue to improve capacity building of the intellectual property offices through staff training and application of information technology.

- Continue to reform and simplify administrative procedures related to establishment of industrial property rights;

- Continue to promote training, communication and dissemination of knowledge about intellectual property in various forms (conferences, seminars and training courses on intellectual property) as well as the inclusion of intellectual property into university curriculum.

	Competition Policy


	General Policy Framework

(i) Issue the amended Competition Law 2018

The Competition Law (amended) had officially been passed through on Session 5 of the 14th Nation Assembly meeting held on June 12, 2018. The new (amended) Competition Law consists of 10 chapters and 118 articles. Of those, there are provisions on competition restraining agreements; economic concentration; unfair competive practices; competition legal proceedings; measures for delaing with breaches of competion law; management of competion on state level. 

Compared to the 2004 Competition Law, the new version was drafted with economic and legal ideas in mind to enhance the effectiveness of enforcement. Some of the most important amendments and supplements are as follows: 

Firstly, the new Law on Competition expressly expands the provisions to have extra-territorial reach by covering all practices which have or may have a competition restraining impact on Vietnam’s market. It also expands the entities covered to expressly include public professional entities and professional associations operating in Vietnam, and related domestic and foreign agencies, organisations and individuals.

Secondly, amend and supplement prohibited acts for state agencies: accordingly, state agencies are strictly prohibited from performing a number of acts that hinder competition in the market.

Thirdly, refining regulations on retrictive agreements and adding leniency provisions to enhance enforcement efficiency.

Fourth, the new Law made fundamentally changes to the regulations of economic concentration.

Fifth, retructuring competition authorities to enhance enforcement efficiency.

(ii) Issue Decree No. 75/2019 / ND-CP dated September 26, 2019, providing for sanctions against administrative violations in the field of competition.

Research, review and consolation for competition policy
 In 2018 - 2019, the Viet Nam Competition and Consumer Authority (Ministry of Industry and Trade) continues to strengthen competition supervision in important areas of the economy, such as automobile manufacturing, platform markets,etc; Contribute to recommend on legal documents, policies to develop sectors/fields to ensure competition in the market.

Competition Policy in FTAs/RTAs

So far, among the free trade agreements Vietnam has signed and came into effect, there are 05 agreements with separate chapters on competition policy including: ASEAN-Australia-New Zealand Free Trade Agreement (AANZFTA), Vietnam - Japan Economic Partnership Agreement (AJCEP), Vietnam Free Trade Agreement - Asia - Europe Economic Union (VN - EAEU FTA), Free Trade Agreement between Vietnam South and South Korea (VKFTA) and more recently the Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP). 

Basically, the commitments on competition in the Agreements include regulations on competition law enforcement agencies, provisions on anti-competitive acts, fair procedures in enforcing competition laws, information security, transparency, cooperation, consultation, notification in competition issues, technical assistance and dispute settlement mechanism. In addition to the above-mentioned competition commitments, the CPTPP Agreement also provides for state-owned enterprises and subsidies.

Within the framework of the ASEAN Expert Group on Competition, VCCA is also contributing to the development of the ASEAN Competition Action Plan (ACAP 2025). On the other hand, VCCA also frequently updates their information on their website to enhance the propaganda, dissemination and information to interests parties including enterprises, law firms, state agencies on the development and enforcement of competition law in Vietnam.
	In order to complete the legal framework to enforce the Competition Law 2018, Vietnam is continuing to develop and promulgate documents including: 

- The Government's Decree detailing and guiding the implementation of a number of articles of the Competition Law; 

- The Government's Decree detailing tasks, powers and organizational structure of the National Competition Commission.

	Deregulation/Regulatory Review


	Viet Nam continued to review existing regulations and promote deregulation. This represented a substance of work to improve the business-investment environment in the context of Vietnam’s deeper integration into the regional and world economy. The Government of Viet Nam issued three Resolutions, under the same code 19/NQ-CP, in 2016, 2017 and 2018, and later replaced by Resolution 02/NQ-CP in 2019. These Resolutions emphasize the need to enhance competitiveness and improve the business environment. The policy framework related to macroeconomic policy management, market entry, competition, government procurement, foreign investment and trade was further improved with better transparency and predictability. Some laws were promptly amended or considered for amendment to address contemporary limitations, such as the Enterprise Law, Investment Law, Law on Public Investment Management, etc. The involved Ministries have made efforts to prepare guiding documents for these Laws. The preparation of laws and under-law documents incorporated rigorous and scientific analyses, with consultation of various groups of enterprises and households in the drafting process.

Viet Nam also attempted to further reduce unnecessary burden of regulations to trade and investment activities. In the Renewed APEC Agenda for Structural Reform for 2016-2020 (RAASR), Viet Nam worked together with other APEC member economies to carry out various capacity building initiatives, especially on competition assessment, ease of doing business for 2015-2018.

The above reforms helped improve Viet Nam’s rankings in various Doing Business indicators. In October 2019, according to the assessment by the World Bank, Viet Nam ranked 70th (out of 190 economies), much higher than the 90th position (out of 189 economies) in October 2015. These achievements are even more profound given that various countries and economies have made serious efforts to simplify regulations and procedures that affect business activities in 2016-2019.


	In the forthcoming years, Viet Nam aims to accelerate the reviews of regulations and deregulations to further enhance the attractiveness of its business-investment environment. The proposed lines of actions include:

- Further institutional reforms to enhance the foundations for market economy in Viet Nam.

- Address issues, improve policies, enforcing mechanisms and incentives in various areas of business-investment environment, including enforcing contract, protecting minority shareholders, registering property, getting credit, reducing discriminatory treatment between enterprises of various ownership forms, regulations on insolvency.

- Review, identification of issues in mechanisms, policies, procedures related to investment and trade activities upon implementation of further integration commitments.

- Build capacity to employ modern tools for improving quality of regulations, which include regulatory impact assessment, ex post assessment of regulation, public consultation, reducing unnecessary burden on business, and international regulatory cooperation.

Accordingly, Vietnam has now applied electronic visas to citizens of 80 countries (including most APEC member economies).

	- It is expected that in 2020, Vietnam and EAEU side  will sign two amended protocols: (i) Protocol between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam on supporting the production of motor transport vehicles in the territory of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam; (ii) Protocol between the Government of the Republic of Belarus and the Government of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam on supporting the production of motor transport vehicles in the territory of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam;

- Both sides will conduct negotiations on some further advanced commitments of VN-EAEU FTA;

	
	EU – Viet Nam Free Trade Agreement (EVFTA)
	Based on the negotiation results, EU-Viet Nam FTA was separated into two different agreements which were EU-Viet Nam Free Trade Agreement (EVFTA) and EU-Viet Nam Invesment Protection Agreement on Jun 26th, 2018.

The two Agreements were legally reviewed in Aug 2018 and finally signed on Jun 30th, 2019.

Both Agreements were retified by EC. Viet Nam is currently implementing the procedure to retify the Agreements. 

	
	Comprehensive and Progessive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP)
	Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP) was officially signed by 11 participating countries (Australia, Brunei, Canada, Chile, Japan, Malaysia, Mexico, New Zealand, Peru, Singapore and Viet Nam) on Mar 8th 2018. 7 countries have already retified the agreement including Viet Nam (retified on Dec 30th 2018). For Viet Nam, CPTPP became effective on Jan 14th 2019.

	Agreements between ASEAN and Hong Kong (China)

	- Hong Kong (China) and ASEAN commenced negotiations of a Free Trade Agreement (FTA) and a related Investment Agreement in July 2014. After ten rounds of negotiations, Hong Kong and ASEAN announced the conclusion of the negotiations in September 2017. Both Agreements were signed on 12 November 2017. The FTA came into effect from 11 June 2019, and the Investment Agreement came into effect from 17 June 2019 in Hong Kong (China) and 5 ASEAN members (Laos, Myanmar, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam).

	Agreements between ASEAN and China


	- ASEAN and China signed the Framework Agreement on Comprehensive Economic Co-operation in November, 2002. The Parties, on the basis of this Framework Agreement, signed the Agreement on Trade in Goods (effective from July, 2005), Agreement on Trade in Services (effective from July, 2005), and Agreement on Investment (effective from February, 2010) with the aim of establishing an ASEAN – China Free Trade Area. In Nov 2015, ASEAN and China signed the Protocol to Amend the ACFTA and Certain Agreements thereunder between ASEAN and China, including some new commitments in terms of Goods, Services and Investment. This Protocol came into force in May 2016.

	Agreements between ASEAN – Australia and Newzealand


	ASEAN, Australia and New Zealand signed the Agreement Establishing the ASEAN –Australia – New Zealand Free Trade Area on February 2nd, 2009, which came into effect from January 1st, 2010. Such agreement is quite comprehensive, containing detailed commitments on goods, services (also including financial and telecommunications services), investment, electronic commerce, movement of natural persons, intellectual property, competition policy and economic co-operation.

- Implementation Documents:

+ On December 27th 2017, the goverment issued Decree No. 158/2017/NĐ-CP on promulgating Vietnam's special preferential import Tariff for implementation of the ASEAN - Australia/New Zealand in the period 2018 – 2022 and this Decree takes effect on January 01st 2018.
+ On September 24th 2015, the Ministry of Industry and Trade issued Circular No. 31/2015/TT-BCT implementing the rules of origins stipulated under the Free Trade Agreement among Asean – Australia – New Zealand. Such Circular provides new rules of issuance of Certificate of Origin (C/O) Form AANZ. This Circular takes effect from October 01st, 2015 and replaces Circular No. 33/2009/TT-BCT dated November 11th, 2009.



	
	Agreements between ASEAN and Japan


	- ASEAN and Japan signed the ASEAN-Japan Comprehensive Economic Partnership (AJCEP) in April 2008. This agreement, which came into effect from December 1st, 2008, includes commitments on trade in goods, services, investment and economic co-operations

- Implementation documents:

+ On December 27th 2017, the government issued Decree No. 160/2017/NĐ-CP on promulgating Vietnam's special preferential import Tariff for implementation of the ASEAN – Japan Comprehensive Economic Partnership in the period 2018 – 2023. This Decree takes effect on January 01st 2018.

	
	Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP)

	In August 2012, 16 Economic Ministers of RCEP countries released Guidelines for Rules and Negotiating Objectives of the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP), with the participation of 10 countries. ASEAN members (Brunei, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam), and 06 ASEAN FTA partners (Australia, China, India, Japan, Korea, and New) Zealand)

- The goal of RCEP's negotiation is to reach an advanced, comprehensive, high-quality economic cooperation agreement that benefits all parties. The official RCEP negotiation round began in early 2013

- RCEP negotiation contents include: trade in goods and services, investment, economic and technical cooperation, intellectual property, competition, dispute resolution, e-commerce and other issues.

- At the RCEP Summit held on November 4, 2019 in Bangkok, Thailand, the Leaders of 15 RCEP Participating countries adopted the Joint Declaration on RCEP Agreement negotiation, which reaffirmed the determination to achieve a comprehensive, mutually beneficial, high-standard, modern and high-quality economic partnership agreement. However, India has significant outstanding issues, which remain unresolved. All RCEP Participating Countries will work together to resolve these outstanding issues in a mutually satisfactory way. India’s final decision will depend on satisfactory resolution of these issues.
