On arrival into Peru delegates are required to present a completed incoming form provided by the airline (in flight) to the immigration authorities. Declarations regarding any prohibited or restricted items must be made on this incoming passenger card. 

Delegates will be able to use the fast lane through immigration on arrival and upon departure from Peru. 

8.2 
Airport Departure Tax 


An airport departure tax of US$30.25 per person is payable cash by all passengers departing Lima International Airport for an international flight, and a departure tax of around US$6.00 per person is payable cash when departing on any domestic flight. These taxes are payable only at special tellers inside airports. 

9. TRANSPORTATION 

9.1 Shuttle for Delegates 

Service from airport to the hotel will be provided upon arrival from 11 August. Service from hotel to airport will be provided only until 24 hours after the end of the official event period.

All media representatives must fill in a Media Pre-registration Form and e-mail or fax it to the contact mentioned above. 


News, trade and freelance journalists, photographers, sound and camera crews and technical staff will need to apply for accreditation 


Access to media facilities, services and specified events will only be available to accredited media representatives.


ID Badges will be issued for media representatives; they must be worn at all times and will be required for entry to the authorized areas in the meeting venues.

Media representatives must arrange their accommodation reservation directly with the hotels in Lima.

14. MEDICAL SERVICES

Basic first aid will be available at the meeting venue. An ambulance will also be located outside the venue.


Should delegates require referral to a specialist medical doctor or hospital, the cost of this service will be borne by the delegate.


All delegates are strongly advised to obtain international health insurance coverage before they travel to Peru.

Upon arrival to Lima, all delegates will receive a “Pacific Emergency Card”, which will be valid for emergency healthcare throughout their stay in Lima.


Peru does not require a yellow fever  vaccination; however, please be advised  that  some countries require yellow fever vaccination for travelers coming or in transit from South America, so please contact your local authorities on this regard. 

Delegates that have a medical condition should fill out a medical form available in the on-line registration process. Please see Annex E for a template of the form.

Security Arrangements


Responsibility for planning and implementing security arrangements for APEC 2008 year 
lies with Peruvian authorities, principally with the Peruvian National Police.

Given that Peru is hosting APEC meetings throughout the year, the APEC 2008 
Task Force is in charge of planning and coordinating all security-related issues.

Security for delegates will be available starting 24 hours before the beginning of the 
meetings until 24 hours after their end. Security will cover all the hotels recommended 
by the Task Force, throughout transit to meeting venues, to social events included in the 
stated program and inside meeting venues.

To enter the areas where the meetings will take place, there will be access control in each 
of the venues, so delegates are requested to wear their Accreditation badges at all times.

17. GENERAL INFORMATION
17.1 
Peru

Peru is a democracy with a multi-party system. The government is divided in three branches: the Executive, a unicameral Congress and the Judiciary. The President is the head of state and government. The presidential mandate lasts five years and there is no immediate re-election. Peru’s exchange rate has been stable and inflation low for the last decade, which reflects prudent fiscal policies and its openness to trade and investment. 

The Peruvian economy has grown by more than 4% per year since 2002, reaching 8.03% in 2006 and 8.3% in 2007. The forecast for the next few years is highly positive. Peru’s real GDP growth in 2008 will likely be among the highest in the region, expected to be over 6.3%. Exports are growing at a pace of 25% and totaled US$ 28 in 2007 and are expected to reach US$ 50 billion by the end of 2010. 

High technological investment is growing fast in Peru, and will be 10% of the GDP by 2010. Its main economic activities, which reflect the richness of its biodiversity and varied geography, include agriculture, fishing, mining, tourism and manufacturing of products.

Peru is located in the Pacific coast of South America, bordering with Ecuador and Colombia to the north, Brazil and Bolivia to the east and Chile to the south. Peru is 

South America's third largest country, with a total land area of 1.28 million square kilometers (496,225 square miles); it encompasses three natural regions from west to east: Coast, Andes and Amazon Rainforest.

Peru is considered to be the birthplace of the most ancient civilization in America, with Caral (5,000 year-old city) and other important cultures such as: Chavin, Nazca, Mochica, Chimu, Tiahuanaco, Wari, Paracas, Chachapoyas, and the magnificent Inca Empire in the Andean region.

The Peruvian population, estimated at 28 million, is multiethnic, including Amerindians, Europeans, Africans and Asians. The main spoken language is Spanish, although some Peruvians still speak Quechua and other native languages. This mixture of cultural traditions has resulted in a wide diversity of expressions in fields such as art, cuisine, literature, and music.

Peruvian cuisine deserves a special chapter. It is a blend of Amerindian and Spanish food with strong influences from African, Arab, Italian, Chinese and Japanese cooking. All of this blending concludes in very special and delicious cuisines that has recently received acclaim due to its diversity of ingredients and techniques.

17.2  Lima 

Lima, the capital city of Peru is located in the central coast of the country, at sea level.

Originally named the “City of Kings”, it was the capital of the Spanish colonial empire in South America during the XVI and XVII centuries. 

It is a city of cultural and ethnic diversity; nowadays, in Lima many historical and cultural heritages still remain, such as its well preserved civil and religious buildings.

Being a never sleeping metropolis, its nightlife is intense, and there are many choices, including landscape view and nearby beaches. 

Downtown Lima, the Main Square is the landmark and central point of all the area known as “Damero de Pizarro” (Pizarro’s Square), which since 1992 has been designated as a “Cultural Heritage of Humankind”.

With a population of almost 8 million, Lima is the commercial, industrial and cultural center of Peru.

17.3
Callao

The first inhabitants of Callao were native people dedicated to fishing and agriculture. The most ancient lythic artefacts on the Peruvian coast have been found at the mouth of Callao's Rimac and Chillon rivers, some dating from 11,000 years ago.

Founded in 1537, the city of Callao was in colonial times the leading point for the gold and silver taken by the Spanish Conquerors from the Inca Empire. During the colony, Lima was defended from incursions by pirates by the fortress-port of Callao. Some famous pirates that made incursions in peruvian waters were: Sir Francis Drake, Tom Cavendish , Hawking, Jorg Spitberg and Jacob Clerk . On October 28, 1746 an earthquake and a tidal wave demolished the city which had a population of 5,000. Only 200 people survived. Viceroy José Manso de Velasco started the reconstruction of Callao and also ordered the creation of a fortress, named Real Felipe in honor of King Felipe V. It is the biggest and strongest fortress created by Spain in the Americas. 

Great expeditions also started in Callao. In 1567 an expedition departed from Callao and discovered the Solomon Islands. Another one in 1590 discovered the Marianas and Marquesas islands. In 1604 an expedition from Callao discovered the Galapagos Islands. On October 28, 1856, the frigate Amazonas with Captain José Borterín, left Callao on a trip around the world. They returned to Callao on May 24, 1858. 

The most famous expedition from Callao on the XX century was the one by norvegian explorer Thor Heyerdall. Heyerdall wanted to demonstrate that polynesians were descendants of ancient Peruvians.

Place of Interest

The Fortress of Real Felipe is the main tourist attraction of Callao , it was built in 1746 during the colonial period and is the largest of all the fortresses that Spain built. The Army Museum is located in its sheltered interior.

Central Callao. Plaza Grau, Calle Constitución, Pasaje Ronald, Iglesia Matriz and other places of interest.

The Naval Museum has on exhibit cannons and other naval arms from the XIX century to the present. Relics of past naval heroes are of particular interest.

Archaeological Callao. Pre-Inca ruins of El Paraiso, Complejo de Chivateros, Templo de Media Luna, Huaca Garagay, Templo Piramidal de Kon-Kon; among others. 
Islands of Callao, Isla San Lorenzo, El Fronton, Islas Palominos, Islas Cavinzas. 

17.4
 Climate / Clothing 
Lima and the Peruvian coast offer the four customary seasons: summer from January to March, autumn from April to June, winter from July to September and spring from October to December. 

The average temperature in Lima during this period is 13 - 20 °C (60 - 78 °F). From June to November the weather becomes cloudy and humidity can reach up to 90 percent. This humidity produces passing morning fog and persistent low clouds. Due to the high humidity, the temperature may appear to be lower than it actually is.

Regarding clothes, delegates are advised to bring comfortable and warm clothes, although bringing a light jacket is also recommended for occasional sun during the day.

17.5 
Local currency
The Peruvian currency is known as “Nuevos Soles” (S/.). Peruvian coins have the following denominations: 1 cent, 5 cents, 10 cents, 20 cents, 50 cents, 1 Nuevo Sol, 2 Nuevos Soles and 5 Nuevos Soles. Currency notes are issued in denominations of 10, 20, 50, 100 and 200 Nuevos Soles.

Regarding currency exchange, foreign currencies can be exchanged at banks and moneychangers. Approximately 1US$ is equivalent to 2.76 Nuevos Soles (as of May 2008). US dollars are widely accepted.

Electricity and Water Supply

Electric current in Peru is 220 volts and 60 Hz. Flat blade attachments and flat blades with round grounding pin and round pin attachment plugs are commonly used in Peru. In addition, most four and five-star hotels offer 110-volt electric current for shavers.

It is not advisable to drink tap water in Peru, but bottled mineral water is safe and available everywhere. Ice in drinks is generally OK in good standard hotels and restaurants, but it is best to avoid it on street stalls or in country areas.

Phone services
Long distance calls can be made from hotel rooms and international public phones. Pre-paid phone cards are available at the hotel’s front office. Please note that all charges for personal phone calls made in the hotel rooms are the responsible of delegates.
