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The 13th APEC Round Table Meeting on the Involvement of the Business/Private Sector in the Sustainability of the Marine Environment
September 17-19, 2012
CHINESE TAIPEI

I.  BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

Oceans and coasts are of large importance to business and industry, either directly through benefits that accrue from the exploitation of marine resources, or indirectly through impacts or influences on the marine environment due to their business activities.  Therefore, the private sector should be an important player in shaping ocean and coastal management.  Its roles and functions should be directed to sharing more responsibility with the public in marine affairs.  As stated in several ministerial and leaders’ declarations, the “2005 Bali Plan of Action” for example, promoting more-active participation by the private sector in preserving marine ecosystems and in sustainably managing the marine environment has been one of the fundamental policies of APEC.  In response to these policies, Chinese Taipei held the "APEC Conference on the Sustainability of the Marine Environment – What Can the Private Sector Do?” and twelve roundtable meetings over the past decade.  Although many strategies and excellent papers were presented, more substantial actions and/or mechanisms need to be developed.  In this context, Chinese Taipei is preparing to host the thirteenth roundtable meeting to provide a forum for stakeholders from government agencies, academia, businesses, NGOs and other non-profit organizations.  The aim is to share information, address common concerns, and evaluate future options.  The roundtable meeting is designed to further the 1997 "APEC Action Plan on Sustainability of the Marine Environment,” the 2000 "Action Strategies and Work Programs,” the “2002 Seoul Declaration of APEC Ocean-related Ministerial Meeting” and the “2005 Bali Plan of Action”, “2010 Paracas Declaration” by examining how best to promote public and private sector participation and partnerships so as to advance member economies’ objectives of sustainably using the marine environment, as well as to encourage investment from the private sector in the region.

II.  DATES AND VENUE

With the support of the Environmental Protection Administration, several agencies, and ocean-related industries of Chinese Taipei, this roundtable meeting is being organized by National Taiwan Ocean University.  The roundtable meeting is scheduled for September 17-19, 2012.  The meeting will be held at the Howard Civil Service International House Taipei. Its address and website are as follows:
