	MEASURES UNDERTAKEN SINCE LAST UPDATE TO IMPLEMENT COMMITMENTS 

	· The AEO program was implemented on 01/12/2018, and we are in the process of receiving the applications from exporters and customs brokers to AEO certification, the two kinds of operators with which the phased implementation of AEO certification in Chile began. In 2019, importers and couriers were included as operators capable of being certified as AEOs.
· Since 2019, the private sector has been actively trained in matters of AEO security standards, with lectures and support programs for certification. Additionally, participation in risk management training and container inspection training has been promoted for already certified operators.

· In December 2017 the action plan to implement a Mutual Recognition Agreement (MRA) with Mexico, Colombia and Peru was concluded. This multilateral MRA was signed in July 2018 among the Pacific Alliance countries.

· An MRA with China Customs has been negotiated and is ready for signing. Additionally, Chile is in the process of developing two Action Plans for MRAs in progress, the first between the Pacific Alliance and MERCOSUR countries, and the second is an MRA for the Americas, which includes MERCOSUR countries, Central America and the Caribbean. 

· The National Customs Service continues to implement international standards for securing and facilitating global trade, especially in areas related to Custom to Business partnership.

· From October 16 to 26, 2017, two versions of the "National Cargo-Ship Inspection and Security Workshop" were held in the city of Valparaíso, organized by the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) of the Organization of American States (OAS), with the support of the Canadian Government, trough the Canada Border Services Agency (CBSA).

· The WCO Cargo Targeting System (CTS) (a cargo manifest risk assessment solution developed by the WCO to enable its members to carry out international best practice cargo risk assessment to manage risk and facilitate trade) is in its last stages of implementation.
· In 2017, the International Atomic Energy Agency donated non-invasive technology equipment, as well as training for its use and maintenance.
· By 2018, the Directorate of Customs Enforcement will execute an "Electronic Commerce Plan" applicable to the import and export of goods by Postal and Courier, in the Metropolitan Customs Office, which considers the development of control actions in the strategic and operative area to detect high risk shipments of tax evasion, as well as risks of illicit trafficking. In 2020, work is being done together with public and private services to implement operational, process and technological improvements in this matter. 
· In 2019, our country received a visit from experts from the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), within the framework of the “Border Strengthening Project”, which corresponds to a project that the country has accepted as a result of the “International Nuclear Security Advisory Service (INSServ)” of the IAEA, and whose objective is to develop a sustainable national framework to detect and respond to criminal or unauthorized acts related to nuclear or other radioactive materials not subject to regulatory control.

· A separate visit from IAEA experts was made in 2019 in preparation for APEC Leaders’ Summit and COP 25.

· Regarding the Expert Visit of the IAEA in 2019, within the framework of the APEC and COP 25 Leaders’ Summit, the National Customs Service, represented by the officers in charge of the Enforcement Integrated Plan on Security, participated in this activity organized by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Chilean Commission for Nuclear Energy (CCHEN), whose purpose was to discuss the best practices and application of procedures to prevent potential threats from the radiological field in massive events.

· In October 2019, the 2nd International Coordination Meeting for Front Line Officers was convened in Vienna to initiate a suitable mechanism for sharing of experiences among FLOs.

· The security criteria and information about risk management and the profiling system to identify high risk containers was implemented, and the National Risk Analysis Unit was created.

· Chilean Customs worked with the World Customs Organization (WCO) to solve problems associated to application errors. To this end, technical assistance was received from the WCO and from the company that developed the system (Software).

· The activities committed to in the "Electronic Commerce Plan" (process available data, technical field visits, public/private coordination meeting, etc.) were executed and implemented.

	· The AEO will increase the number of certified exporters and Customs Agents, and begin the implementation of the standard to incorporate two new types of operators: importers and couriers. There is a semi-annual plan to increase the number of certified operators.
· The Border Strengthening Project referred to above will begin pilot projects in three specific borders: Arturo Merino Benítez Airport (AMB), the Port of San Antonio, and Los Libertadores Land Border Crossing. The project will be managed by Chile through the Chilean Commission for Nuclear Energy (CCHEN), Customs, Polices, etc., during 2020 and the years that follow.

· In 2020, preparation of the 1st Meeting of the Working Group of the Network of Frontline Officers for the Americas and the Caribbean Region. This activity will take place in Chile during the year 2021.

	· The National Customs Service participated in Halting Terrorist Financing: APEC Workshop on Targeted Financial Sanctions Regime, held in Santiago de Chile, from November 6 to 8, 2017. The workshop allowed to increase the understanding of the financial sanctions of the UN Security Council, as well as to share good practices on the subject.
· In 2018, the National Customs participated in the Regional Workshop on Threat Assessment and Development of a Design Basis Threat; the International Training Course on Essential Elements of Nuclear Security for Nuclear Materials and other radioactive materials not subject to regulatory control; and Regional Workshops on Exchange and Coordination of Information on Nuclear Security.

· CICTE held two versions of the "Container Safety and Inspection Workshop", in the city of Valparaíso, in July 2018.

· Since 2015, the National Customs Service, together with other competent organizations, has been working on the development of the "Program for the Detection of Nuclear Safety of the International Atomic Energy Agency", which provides assistance in the development of a sustainable national approach to detect and respond to criminal or unauthorized acts related to the safety of nuclear and radioactive materials and; strengthen the capacity to detect and intercept the illicit movement of nuclear and radioactive materials. For the third quarter of 2020, a new "IAEA Expert Mission" is being coordinated to the pilot project borders.

· In 2019, the National Customs Service participated in the Regional Workshop for Latin American Countries on Awareness-raising around the Nuclear Security Detection Architecture; the Second Annual Meeting of the Frontline Officers Network, Technical meeting on improved evaluation of alarms and maintenance of equipment and tools for nuclear safety detection systems; and the Nuclear Detection Workshop at the Blue and Green Borders and Tabletop Exercise (TTX).

· (SCCP) Workshop on cross-border e-commerce: best practices for the management of risks analysis in cross-border e-commerce, considering the use of non-invasive technology as an inspection method for this type of package.

	· Participation, as member country, in the Pacific and Indian Oceans Shipping Working Group (PACIOSWG), exchanging information under the doctrine, policies, and procedures of the “Naval Cooperation and Guidance for Shipping” (NCAGS), which uses the knowledge and experience of NATO and of anti-piracy operations of the European Economic Community countries, among others.  

· In the framework of the Inter-American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance (TIAR, in Spanish) and its coordinated plan for the Inter American Shipping Defense (Plan Codeftrami). The Inter-American Specialized Conference in Naval Control of Shipping is attended biannually. 
· Participation in the “Bell Buoy” international exercises, based on PACIOSWG (Working Group for the Protection of Maritime Trade of the Pacific and Indian Oceans), to train organizations and staff regarding threats in the ocean or in international routes of the APEC economies.

· Information exchange with Singapore and its Information Fusion Center (IFC) regarding trade routes; performing a follow-up of the incidents occurred in the Southeast  Asia to improve and alert, if necessary, the vessels that depart from national ports to waters and ports of the mentioned economies.

· The Maritime Authority, on behalf of the Chilean Government, continues to develop, review and approve security plans for all domestic port facilities. This process is carried out by initial verification audits, annual audits of provisional verification and renewal audits. It has also increased the number of national audits and training. It has been developed by training the sufficient number of personnel to have the ability to perform the duties of port facility security audits and also improved verification procedures for the fulfillment of their obligations stipulated in the ISPS code.
· The Maritime Administration reviews approve and test the Ship Security Plans and deliver the corresponding international security certificates.
· The Chilean Maritime Authority has participated in exchange programs with other countries, which has increased the exchange of experiences and knowledge on port security matters.
· The Maritime Authority has incorporated, for both the ISM Code and the ISPS Code, the Management of cybersecurity. As of January 2021, Cybersecurity will be mandatory for the ISM Code, both for ships and for shipping companies. 
· The Chilean Maritime Authority has incorporated into its procedures the international practices for port facility security, improving its ability to assess risks and review protection plans. It has also increased the levels of requirements for port facilities that receive passenger ships.
· From January 1, 2014, the complete crews of the vessels that navigate abroad must have the IMO 3.26 and IMO 3.27 competency courses.

	Chilean officials continue to train instructors in other countries, mainly in Central America. Furthermore, the Chilean Maritime Authority has given conferences related to the protection of ships and port facilities.

	The annual meeting of the PACIOSWG (Pacific and Indian Oceans Shipping Working Group) was held in Chile, in January 2018. The working group is formed by representatives of Australia, Canada, USA, Brazil, Chile, Republic of Korea, France, New Zealand, South Africa, Singapore, and United Kingdom. Other States in the process of becoming member are Ecuador, Mexico and Peru. During the meeting, two key issues to be informed to the APHOMSA (Asia-Pacific Head Of Maritime Safety Agencies) forum were addressed: the first is that the Bell Buoy International Exercise, which will plan operations to protect maritime transport and shipping routes in the South East Pacific Ocean area took place in Chile, in October 2018. Secondly, it was suggested to the member States of APHOMSA to take advantage of the capabilities of PACIOSWG in terms of exchange of information of the maritime picture, ships and contacts of interest 24/7. The rest of maritime safety agencies of the APEC economies could integrate this network.

The 2019 PACIOSWG meeting took place in Sidney (Australia) while the 2020 version is on hold due to covid-19 pandemic, but efforts are being made to use teleconferencing to hold the meeting.

	· To make the most of the experience obtained from the PACIOSWG and Singapore IFC regarding the joint work in the information exchange for the development and improvement of the surface picture, inviting the rest of the economies to take advantage of the formation of a working group (within the APEC) where the authorities of each economy in charge of maritime protection, can commit to and put into practice effective and real time protection measures, considering the identification and follow-up of threats, like the incorporation of the vessels of interest classification. We do not exclude inviting a member of this potential new committee to PACIOSWG and IFC-Singapore.

· To offer courses in Chile and abroad (case of the Mexican Navy) on matters of maritime protection, NCAGS, MDA/MSA.

· The Maritime Authority has a number of officers trained in matters of maritime security, trained for several years, both in classrooms and in the field. Therefore, they have enough experience to help support other member economies.

· Since 2002 Chile has implemented the transfer and transit passengers and cabin baggage screening process.
· The procedures are audited by DGAC and also by the ICAO.

· The State of Chile has legislation on weapon control which regulates the size, manufacturing and commercialization, and penalizes the trafficking of weapons and explosives. 

· With regard to MANPADS, the Armed Forces apply a tight control on this type of weapon.

· As the national police force at OIPC Interpol, PDI has a permanent connection to Interpol’s database. PDI manages warrants and red alerts in real-time for international wanted criminals and SLTD. 

· The API-PNR systems are being implemented at the Santiago International Airport. Currently, PDI is training personnel, analysts, and system operators. There is a constant monitoring process to ensure the border control officers conduct themselves with integrity, professionalism, and in accordance with ethical standards. The shift leaders are responsible for this monitoring process, which is based on monthly evaluations and audit processes of everyone’s duties.

· Chile formally adhered to the IAEA Code of Conduct on the Safety and Security of Radioactive Sources (2004) and Guidance on the Import and Export of Radioactive Sources (2015). The Chilean Nuclear Energy Commission (CCHEN), in its role of regulator, applies the provisions of the Code of Conduct and Guidance to achieve a high level of nuclear and technology security of radioactive sources associated to first category installations. In particular, the Code’s guidelines on general security principles, normative framework, and Regulating Organism are implemented, as well as the specific guidelines on the transfer of radioactive sources.

Law 21.163 added the obligation to inform to UAF of “all acts, transactions or operations carried out by any of the individuals or legal entities identified in the lists drawn up by the Committees established in Security Council resolutions 1.373 (2001); 1718 (2006); 1737 (2006); 1747 (2007); 1803 (2008); 1929 (2010); 1988 (2011); 1989 (2011); 2253 (2015); 2356 (2017), and 2371 (2017).

· In 2020, Presidential Decree 227 of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which establishes measures to implement the resolutions issued by the UN Security Council in matters related to the prevention and repression of terrorism and the financing of terrorism, was modified and updated. This modification resulted in a new Presidential Decree, No. 214 of 11 September 2020.
Inter-institutional work:

· In December 2018 the Interinstitutional Agreement between 16 public institutions and the Chilean Financial Analysis Unit was celebrated.  The Agreement looks to facilitate the implementation of the Second National Strategy to Prevent and Combat Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing and its Action Plan 2018-2020.

· With the aim of informing risks to terrorist financing, in 2020 the Chilean Financial Intelligence Unit prepared, released and shared the report "Risk of ML/ FT in legal persons and legal structures."

· Since 2019 the Chilean Financial Intelligence Unit has participated in the Inter-Ministerial Committee for the Implementation of Security Council Resolutions, coordinated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
