
	Paperless Trading Individual Action Plan


	Objective

Taking into account diverse legal and regulatory frameworks in the region, APEC member economies should endeavour to reduce or eliminate the requirement for paper documents needed for customs and other cross-border trade administration and other documents and messages relevant to international sea, air and land transport, where possible, by 2005 for developed and 2010 for developing economies, or as soon as possible thereafter.



	Guidelines

Recognising the enormous potential of paperless trading to expand business opportunities, reduce costs, increase efficiency, improve the quality of life and facilitate the greater participation of small business in global commerce, each APEC economy will:

(a) Establish a timetable for reducing or eliminating paper documents related to international trade.

(b) Provide a favourable environment, including through establishing a sound legal and regulatory framework, for the delivery of paperless trading systems

(c) Ensure that measures to replace paper documents for cross-border trade administration with electronic equivalents are media and technology neutral, secure and interoperable with and between all parties involved in the international supply chain of goods and services, 

(d) Note the important role the business sector plays in providing and using electronic commerce technology, applications, practices and services, and

(e) Co-operate with and enhance the capability of other APEC economies to implement paperless trading systems.

Collective Actions
APEC Economies may take Collective Actions relating to paperless trading in areas to be agreed. 



	Executive Summary 

By 2009 the Peruvian Government will have significant developments towards international trade facilitation, which is directly related to the Law of International Trade Facilitation - Law Nº 28977. This Law intends to establish the legal framework to be applied in the customs procedures in order to implement the necessary measures for the fulfillment of Commercial Agreements subscribed by Peru related to international trade facilitation.  Some relevant  topics  included in this Law are: Public Availability of Information on Customs Trade-related Laws and Regulations, 48 hours to release the goods from the arrival, to implement cooperation with other Customs Administrations in order to share information and documents, intensive utilization of electronic documents and information, improvement of customs procedures related to courier regime, anticipated resolutions of valuation, implementation of a Single Window, publishing of port and airport tariff, promotion of the national ports and airports, to formalize the Consultative Council in Customs Subjects in order to establish mechanisms that allow to maximize the operative effectiveness of the foreign trade, to facilitate the foreign trade, to reduce costs and to increase the efficiency. Also, considers the participation of the operators of foreign trade who may contribute in the process of development with the purpose of assuring the continuous improvement of the customs service. The Consultative Council in Customs Subjects will be presided over by the Customs Administration and will be integrated by the representatives of the private sector who are the operators of foreign trade, a representative of the Ministry of Economy and Finances, and a representative of the Ministry of Foreign trade and Tourism. 

There are two important projects that the Peruvian Tax Collection and Customs Administration has begun. The first one “New Customs Clearance” is related to implement a total transformation of Customs Procedures, including the adoption of international standards for the customs declaration, to update the cargo manifest document including the information required by other government agencies (not only customs requirements), acceptance of commercial documentation by electronic means, to accept advance customs clearance, physical inspection in the port, etc.  The other one is related to implement a “National Single Window”, where importers and exporters can carry out all the procedures related to provide licenses and authorizations based on a national integration: harmonized process, unique cargo inspection and electronic payment, standarized forms, acceptance of electronic documents and information.

	Declaration


	Since the 1990s Peruvian Customs has been committed to the adoption of paperless trading and developed its first automated system of Customs entry in 1992. Within this system, the reception of Import Declaration by magnetic devices was implemented.  Peruvian Customs has systematically expanded and upgraded its systems to allow full paperless transacting for imports and exports.

In 1994 the standard EDIFACT and a Value Added Network for the transmission of the cargo manifest for goods transported by air and sea was adopted.
Currently, most of the Customs declarations and 50% electronic payment is received by internet.


	Over 99% of Customs import and export entries as well as cargo reports are processed electronically.

Communications with Peruvian Customs are over internet, VAN, dedicated lines.

	As part of the release of the “New Customs Clearance” the Peruvian Customs will adopt a standard internationally recognized for the Customs Declaration. 


	Taking into consideration the progress showed by 6 APEC economies related to implement Single Window, Peru implemented the Project “Experience exchange in the adoption of international instruments and standards”. It allowed economies that are developing Single Window to know the experiences of some economies on the adoption of international instruments and standards, where they have used each one of them, why, how, when they adopted them and the steps they followed.

	License/Certifications

	On 2004 the Peruvian Customs Administration started the first initiative for developing the interconnection between the Customs Administration and the other most important agencies of the customs community in order to validate electronic licenses and certifications provided by these agencies.
The first interconnection was implemented between the Customs Administration and the Ministry of Agriculture; there are about 24% of restricted goods imported which are electronically validated.
The Customs Administration is finishing the interconnection with the Ministry of Production for validating electronically the Import Authorizations of chemical components and controlled products.

In 2006 the design of the new integrated processes for Customs Administration and the Direction of Medicines, Supplies and Drugs (37%), and Customs Administration and the Direction of Environmental Health (15%) was approved.
The interconnection of Customs Administration with both of them was expected to be finished during that year.
